6. Reparar rasgos e danos: Use fita adesiva de papel japonés e cola de metilcelulose para reparar rasgos e
danos nas paginas e na capa. Aplique a cola na fita e cole-a no rasgo, alisando-a cuidadosamente com
uma espatula.

7. Remova odores: Se o livro tiver um odor desagradavel, coloque-o dentro de uma caixa pldstica hermética
com um pouco de bicarbonato de sédio, carvao ativado ou giz branco. Feche a caixa e deixe o livro 14 por
alguns dias, verificando regularmente o odor.

8. Armazenamento adequado: Apés a limpeza e restauragdo, armazene o livro em um local fresco, seco e
longe da luz direta do sol. Utilize estantes e capas protetoras para manter o livro seguro e em boas
condigoes.

Coloque o livro
aberto sobre uma folha de papel manteiga ou papeldo, para evitar contato direto com o giz, e coloque-o
dentro da caixa. Feche bem a caixa e deixe o livro por 2 a 7 dias, verificando o odor regularmente. Se
necessario, repita o processo com giz novo.
